Thank You for your interest in the DEDIF Grant Program, which includes; signs, awnings, and sidewalk café infrastructure.  The intention of this program is to enhance the historic character of the downtown through helping fund the purchase the above business improvements.  For funding to occur you must comply with the Historic Design Guidelines included in this packet and you must not construct before the signage is approved.  If you have questions as to whether a specific design works, please feel free to contact the Downtown Brookings, Inc. Program Director.  





Before starting a project, read the Historic Guidelines carefully, and consult often.  We have recently changed the DEDIF Grant program to include sidewalk café infrastructure, and increased the percentage paid out for signs and awnings from 10% to 30%.  That’s up to $1,000 in funding.  





We suggest that you supply a draft to us at least 20 - 30 days before you intend on ordering it.  This gives us ample time to work with you and your sign company to create a design that historically appropriate for the district, keeps your businesses image intact, and gives us the ability to write you a check.





Signage and Awnings are considered to be one of the same, and cannot be applied for separately.  You must apply for all awnings and signage at the same time.  This includes window decals.  We will review the ‘overall’ signage impact.  Ask our Program Director for examples of signage the works well together…and those that don’t.  





The questions that should be answered for submitting the design:





Does it add character and interest?





Does the sign, awning, or canopy create a pleasant space in front of the building?





How does it appear in relation to the building?  





Will it over power the proportions of your windows?  Your façade? 





Will your building with this awning have an overall impact to the streetscape?





Does the color and pattern enhance the existing building features?





Is the message on the sign, simple and direct?





Will the sign be located on the returns (sides) and valances (flaps)?





Will it be attached to the facia of the canopy?





Is it made of a quality material? Is it of commercial grade?   





Is there flashing lights?





Does the sign obscure historical features of the building?
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
